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The Visiting Scientist Program is a travel support program for full-time astroparticle physics researchers to visit a host institution for collaborative work with a new research partner. The program aims to mobilize research talent in Canada to international research organizations/institutions and to bring international researchers to Canada. This program is meant to supplement, rather than replace regular sabbatical exchanges by offering flexible support for short-duration, intermittent, or “side-trip” visits with excellent potential to seed future long-term research collaboration. 

[bookmark: _Int_3FwHlKr6]The Visiting Scientist Program is structured to accommodate both tenure track faculty and postdoctoral fellow exchanges. Applicants must have a PhD in a relevant field and be established in their field of research, the proposed research program must be aligned with the objectives of the McDonald Institute.

The McDonald Institute welcomes applications from scientists with an interest in advancing areas of research that align with the objectives of the McDonald Institute. The host institution may be in Canada or abroad. The number and value of the awards each year will be determined by the demand and the funds available. The maximum single award will not exceed $16k CDN. Reimbursements can be used to cover the eligible travel costs, accommodations, and other working expenses (please review the “Expense Reimbursement Policy” document). Visitors are expected to contribute to the academic and scholarly life of the host institution through collaborative work, the presentation of research seminars, and mentorship of highly qualified personnel.


POSTDOCTORAL FELLOW APPLICANTS:
Postdcotoral fellows are encouraged to apply for supports for short-term working visits of up to three-months' duration. All postdoctoral applicants must either obtain their primary faculty supervisor’s signature on this application (acknowledgement and consent) or submit a separate signed letter of support from their primary faculty supervisor endorsing the proposed visit’s work program, duration, and locale.

FACULTY APPLICANTS:
Faculty applicants are encouraged to apply for supports for short-duration non-sabbatical exchanges, or for exchanges that occur during a normal sabbatical period but are not otherwise fundable from base operating grants (e.g., travel supports for short supplementary working exchanges that occur “offsite” from a core sabbatical working site).
